SIGN-UP:

We strongly suggest you sign-up in advance to avoid lines. To do so, fill out and sign the Evaluation Form and
mail to TNT All Stars, c/o Pat, P. O. Box 354, Rancocas, NJ 08073. We must receive it on or before May 1.
Upon receipt, confirmation will be sent via email On Evaluation day, check in at the “Advance Sign-Up”.

WHAT TO BRING:
Each athlete needs to come prepared with the following:
1) Appropriate attire (loose fitting shorts/pants NO JEANS and fitted shirt T-SHIRT)
and footwear (sneakers), NOTE: Girls please wear a sports bra.
2) A water bottle containing ONLY WATER. No soda, juice or energy drinks.
3) Apositive attitude and your evaluation skills.
4) Confirmation email.
5) Aparent/guardian if not a current TNT cheerleader.
NOTE: Do not wear jewelry or bring other valuables

EVALUATION:

Our coaches will be evaluating each athlete in a fair and impartial manner. Each candidate are viewed equally
on their tumbling/cheer skills, attitude, precision, spirit, and overall performance. It is important for each
candidate to work on all of these areas for the evaluation and attempt to perform their most difficult skills
SAFELY. Safety is the number one concern at TNT. There will be no spotting. Cheerleader’s skills will be
categorized by their abilities and placed accordingly. A positive attitude, dedication and commitment to their
sport are extremely important and expected.

SELECTION PROCESS:

The director and coaches reserve all rights in this regard. All facts about a cheerleader including athletic
ability now, future potential, specific position and function, attitude, coach ability past and future, potential
contributions to our All Star program will all be taken into account as to what team the athlete is placed. Team
placement is made at the discretion of the director and coaches ONLY based on their age and skill level, prior
cheerleading, tumbling, gymnastics and dance experience as well as the skill needs of each team. Said
decisions are final.

RESULTS AND ORIENTATION:

There will be an initial MANDATORY Orientation Meeting on Saturday, May 9 (time to be deter-
mined) at which all parent(s)/guardian(s) and cheerleaders are required to attend. At that time, we will
introduce the director, coaches, and administrators; announce athlete team placement; discuss program pa-
perwork and practice schedule; program fees and rules explanation; and question and answer period follow
ing by the collection of completed, signed Registration Form and initial fees.
